The Baptism of the Lord 
 

Reflection: 
 

Today the Church celebrates the Solemnity of the 
Baptism of Our Lord. This brings to an end the 
season of Christmas. Many of the incidents which 
accompanied Christ's baptism are symbolical of 
what happened at our Baptism. At Christ's bap-
tism the Holy Spirit descended upon Him; at our 
Baptism the Trinity took its abode in our soul. At 
His baptism Christ was proclaimed the "Beloved 
Son" of the Father; at our Baptism we became the 
adopted sons and daughters of God. At Christ's 
baptism the heavens were opened; at our Baptism 
heaven was opened to us. Why We Do The Things We Do 

 

Why do we baptize?  

An adult baptized into the Church enters into a rela-
tionship. He or she no longer lives as an individual 
entity but as a member of the body of Christ. Like a 
wedding, the baptismal ceremony marks the beginning 
of this new life of union and ongoing commitment. A 
baptized person says ‘Yes, I want to be one with you; I 
want to live a life faithful to the Gospel’. (When an 
infant is baptized, the parents and godparents make 
this commitment on the child’s behalf.) Likewise, the 
community pledges itself to be one with that person. 
Two other rituals, Confirmation and Eucharist, com-
plete this process whereby a person becomes part of 
the Catholic Church. Together the three are known as 
the Sacraments of Initiation.
