Third Sunday of Ordinary Time 

Reflection: Sunday of the Word of God 
 

Pope Francis has declared in his latest apostolic 
letter, ‘Aperuit illis’,  that the 3rd Sunday in Or-
dinary Time will be devoted to the celebration, 
study and dissemination of the Word of God.  He 
invites Catholics across the world to deepen their 
appreciation, love and faithful witness to God and 
his Word. “God’s word constantly reminds us of 
the merciful love of the Father who calls his chil-
dren to live in love. The life of Jesus is the full 
and perfect expression of this divine love, which 
holds nothing back but offers itself to all without 
reserve. In the parable of Lazarus, we find a valu-
able teaching. When both Lazarus and the rich 
man die, the latter, seeing the poor man Lazarus 
in Abraham’s bosom, asks that Lazarus be sent to 
his brothers to warn them to love their neighbour, 
lest they also experience his torment. Abraham’s 
answer is biting: “They have Moses and the 
prophets; let them hear them” (Lk 16:29). To lis-
ten to sacred Scripture and then to practise mercy: 
this is the great challenge before us in life. God’s 
word has the power to open our eyes and to ena-
ble us to renounce a stifling and barren individu-
alism and instead to embark on a new path of 
sharing and solidarity”.
