 is my flesh, for the life of the world.’
Then the Jews started arguing with one another: 
‘How can this man give us his flesh to eat?’ they 
said. Jesus replied:
 ‘I tell you most solemnly,
 if you do not eat the flesh of the Son of Man
 and drink his blood,
 you will not have life in you.
 Anyone who does eat my flesh and drink 

my blood
 has eternal life,

 lives in me and I live in him.
 As I, who am sent by the living Father,
 myself draw life from the Father,
 so whoever eats me will draw life from me.
 This is the bread come down from heaven;
 not like the bread our ancestors ate:
 they are dead,
 but anyone who eats this bread will live for 

ever.’

A PROMISE OF LIFE

On the feast of the Body and Blood of Christ, 
we are invited to consider the sustaining 
love of God in the past, present, and future. 
Deuteronomy calls us to remember how God 
nourished the people of Israel in the desert. 
Amid great hardship on that long journey 
to the land of promise, it was the living God 
who provided the people with the means to 
overcome thirst and hunger.

In trying to help the Corinthians address the 
division among them Paul stresses the role 
the Eucharist has in the present. United with 
Christ’s great act of self-giving, Christians are 
called to celebrate the source of their unity. 
Moreover, their participation is a solemn 
pledge to overcome division by working to 
reflect who they are, the body of Christ Jesus.       

The future aspects of the Eucharist become 
apparent in today’s reading from John’s 
Gospel. It reflects how the early church had 
come to understand that the Eucharist they 
celebrated was the most precious of gifts. 
Unlike the manna in the desert, it is a source 
of life that will carry us through all of life’s 
journeys and is a reminder, promise, and 
preparation of the eternal life that awaits us.

The Eucharist prompts us to remember God’s 
sustaining acts in the past as a source of 
encouragement for the present. We are called 
to continue Jesus’ mission and message by 
working for unity in the present to be ready 
and worthy to share in eternal life which has 
been prepared for us in the future.
